	Project Description
	Students will map historical buildings and markers within their school boundaries.


	Community Issue or Problem Selected

-How project evolved?
	Draper has many historical houses and buildings.  Searching through Draper City and the Draper’s Historical Society websites, no maps could be found to help residents and tourists easily locate them.  This project would remedy this problem while providing third graders an opportunity to learn more about their community while applying technology.

	Draper Historical Society and/or Draper City Council


	Project Objectives


	Students will take waypoints for historical buildings and places located throughout the city of Draper.  Using these waypoints students will create a map to help members of the community and tourists learn about the history of Draper.

	Project Products

	Students will create a map showing where the historical buildings are located within our school boundaries and include a photo for each site.


	Project Timeline

(include a step by step Procedures)
	Preparation 
1. Contact Draper City representative, a member of the Draper Historic Society and/or Draper City Council.  
2. Discuss the project of mapping the location of historical buildings and places.  Ask for suggestions and/or idea about how they would like to publish the finished product (link on web, printed copy, brochures).  
3. Obtain principal permission for walking field trip prior to sending home notices.

4. Send walking field trip notices home at least 1 week in advance.  Decide in advance who will be in groups and responsible adult as well as a general map of where students will walk to gather data.  
Activity
1. Discuss what historical markers and historical

places are and where they are located. Has anyone seen any of these places? Introduce the Essential Question (Where are the historical buildings located in Draper, Utah?). Discuss how this project helps them to become contributing and responsible members of their community.    
2. Review how to take a waypoint using the GPS and discuss safety issues of crossing streets.  Distribute the data collection sheet and assign jobs to students.  
3.  Go on walking field trip to obtain waypoints, photos, and other data on worksheet.  

4 – With students’ help upload the information from the GPS units.  Export GPS information into a CVS file.  Add name of building to each waypoint.  Download photos into a Drop Box (or other file) and add links to CVS file.  Add layers to ArcGIS.
5.  Allow students to explore their maps using different base maps and discuss which base map would work best for our purpose.  

5.  Send maps to community leaders to use on their websites and/or print for tourists.

	Project Team Member Roles
	Teacher(s):  Teach students how to use a GPS unit.  Contact parents and principal regarding a walking field trip.  Help with downloading waypoints and photos.  Help with data entry in CSV and downloading in ArcGIS.  
Students:  
GPS Job:  Mark waypoints for historical buildings and places in their area.

Photographer:  Take a picture of building. 
Recorder:   Record the name for each waypoint and an interesting fact about the location.  
Community Partner(s):  Discuss the importance of making a map showing the location of historical places.  


	Celebration/Presentation
	Allow students to print off (and autograph) a map, so they can take their families on a walking tour of historic Draper.  Contact the Draper Journal and ask them to write a story to share our activity and let the Draper residents know where they can access this resource.  Ask PTA to include an article about the activity and link in our newsletter and on Facebook.  Have our principal Twitter about it.  If possible have the mayor come to the school so we could show the map to him. Or attend a city council meeting and show the council.
